
PROPERTY INFORMATION
The lot is Milford map 4 lot 2-11D (part of the lot spills over onto map 1).  Tax map is available as part of listing package.

ACREAGE 

Lot size is 300+ acres.  Map estimates from Google Earth, MapRight and Parcel viewer compute to around 313 acres which is consistent with the 311.75 acres noted on the Tree Growth application.    The town tax bill says 325.22 acres.

ROADS

There are 2 major internal roads.  Eisenhower Drive enters off the second bend in Call Road about 1.5 miles from Main Road/Route2.  Eisenhower Drive bisects the land E-W, then turns toward the SW corner, with another piece heading back east near the SW end of Eisenhower.  Eisenhower is about 1 mile long.  It is a year-round haul road.  However, the beavers have ‘encroached’ about ¼ mile west of the Call Road entrance.  It is classified as a class II road for Tree Growth purposes.

 Cobblestone Lane, leave Eisenhower Drive very near Call Road and is mostly a class I road, but not finished so it classified as class II for Tree Growth purposes.  It is about 1,700 feet long.  It has been cleared of vegetation (about 60’ wide) and scraped down to hard pain.  The first 1,200 feet has a foot of new gravel re-covering the cleared area (up to the top of the ridge).  The ridge itself has natural gravel that just misses the State definition for road gravel (too much clay).  

In the SW corner there are two formal Right of Way’s (ROWs).  The first starts at Call Road and the entrance to the Pheasant Hill Trailer Park.  This is a 45’ wide ROW.  Anderson Lane shoots easterly off this ROW.  This is an 80’ wide ROW across Anderson Lane to the skid trail entering 4-2-11D at the SW boundary.

Besides the ROW access, there is about 975 feet of frontage along the Call Road.  This is in 2 sections: there is about 235 feet at the Eisenhower Drive entrance; and, there is about 738 feet south of what is 246 Call Road. 

In 2007, the owner went before the Milford Planning Board for preliminary approval of the Cobblestone Ridge Subdivision containing 14 lots.  This would create a new Town road -Cobblestone Lane.  The Town was accepting of the idea.
HARVESTING HISTORY
Most of the lot was harvested during the winter of 2008-2009 (14 growing seasons since).  The harvest was done to favor white pine, leaving a lot of white pine stock. The very SW portion of approximately 35 acres (behind Pheasant Hill TP) was harvested the winter of 2017-2018.  
MISCELLANOUS
· A serious start to a subdivision

· Possible options for solar farm. The location relative to the Milford power station (½ mile as the crow flies) is and will be enticing.  Nothing like it in the Milford area.
· An unknown amount of forest product

· 280+ acre of non-wetland 
· Great hunting area

· Ecological value to the 31-acre wetlands

· Close to Orono, Old Town & Bangor – yet has the feeling of being remote.

· Close to Sunkhaze Meadows National Wildlife Refuge (SMNWR) which is over 11,000 acres and has several activities for outdoor enthusiasts.

· Close to the Penobscot River.

· The entire parcel is enrolled in Maine’s Tree Growth Tax Law program resulting in lower tax burden.  Taxes for 2023 were only $686.
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
